Tuition, Books, Fees 

Comparable to Community College tuition, 
each 3 credit course is $210.00. The one 
credit practicum is $70.00. Courses may be 
audited at a lower tuition rate. ORU texts 
and curriculum materials are ordered and 
distributed by WSM. The cost of textbooks 
is not included in the tuition and must be 
paid for at the first class. 

Administration 

ORU maintains admission  applications 
and official transcripts for each student. 
Students completing classes at WSM are 
eligible for advanced standing in one of 
ORU’s fully accredited college degree pro-
grams.  Credit may be transferred to an-
other institution or used for ministerial 
credentials depending on major or require-
ments of the program.
